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ORIENTATION FOR COVER DESIGN 











Before Designing the Final Product:


- Search on the book content. Here is a summary of its content: food and nutrition, nutrients, types of food according to the nutrients it has, diet pyramid, balanced diets, like Mediterranean diet, typical recipes of each of the balanced diets. 


- The first thing you need is brainstorming ideas, but you must know what the thematic of the book is.


- Your inspiration can come from other cover designs. You can find several ideas from these links:

- It is important that the cover offers global information about the topic of the book and about the Comenius Project Objectives. Bear in mind that the cover will give us the first glance of the book. 


- Choose a design which looks good in DIN A4, and also in a digital format, computer view. 


- Make one or several cover outlines: fonts, colours, title position, author, drawings, paintings, etc.


-The format must be vertical.








The Title:


- The title must be compulsory written in English. It must be easy to read. Do not write it all over the cover and do not write it vertically. Remember it is not a physical book; it will be read on a screen.


- When writing the cover text, do not use more than two different fonts.


- Avoid degradation in fonts and colors.


- Avoid combining strident colours and multicoloured fonts.


- Use simple fonts and colours that combine with the rest of the cover. They must be clearly distinguished from the background. 





























- The title must go in the middle or at one side. It should not hide anything important from the cover. It can take up more than one line and it does not have to be completely horizontal. It can be slightly tilted.


- Watch your spelling.


- Once you have typed the text of the cover, save it and print it in paper or cardboard. After that, you can start your cover background on it. The background must be handmade. You can also print, cut and paste the text on the cover background once it has been done. In this case, the cutting must be perfect.


- Only DIN A4 sheets or cardboard are accepted. 





Cover Background Illustration: 


- The design must be centered. However, a small margin of at least 5 mm can be added.


- A good illustration of the book makes it more attractive. Design it in a way that represents the content of the book and the philosophy of the Comenius Project. 


- When designing, remember to do it clearly so it can be clearly seen once it has been scanned.


- If you are doing a collage, do not use relief images, as they could not be properly scanned.


- You can use the following techniques: sketching pens, colour pens, markers, crayons, ink, watercolours, temperas, mixed techniques… Use the right colour for each technique, mainly if you are using watercolours. 


- Your work must be clean and must not have any folds. It has to be perfect!


- Do not use squared paper for the design. You can use a coloured sheet or cardboard. Its colour will be your background. You must take it into account when designing.
