Literary character:

Don Quixote
This character has been chosen for his universal acknowledgement. Because of this he has become a symbol of the principal ideas of the Comenius Project: Cross the borders. Taking into account the ideologies we want to emphasize on, Quixote represents the most important democratic values: 

· Freedom

· desire of justice

·  resistance to oppression

·  kindness

·  the deep belief in love and friendship. 

The work done by the students from 1st year of Bachillerato and 1st year of ESO is presented in a video. The information in the video is divided in four parts:

1st part: 

Narration of Cervante's life, the creator of our character, via calligrams. (joint texts and images)

2nd part: 

Reading of phrases that represent meaning and depth of the ideas that you obtain after reading the work.

3rd part: 

Narration of different episodes of the Quixote from different points of view (Alonso Quijote, Dulcinea, Sancho Panza, Rocinante and Cervantes) 

These characters will tell us about their  vision of the world and their lives along with Don Quixote.

4th part: 

Narration of the most important chapters from the Quixote via images and short fragments that show a general summary of what happens in the story.

In the video, images of the work the students have been doing will also appear, which are all related  to the same idea:

 ''If I were Don Quixote..''

We will leave this phase unfinished with the illusion that in all of us a desire to fight for universal rights will awaken and this is what joins us in our common purpose of the Comenius Project.
